‘ThrU Turn’ coming soon to Bangerter Highway 
and 7800 South interchange

Flashing Yellow Arrows
       The City of West Jordan has installed three new traffic signals that
have a flashing yellow turn signal. These new signals are at 9000 South
and 5600 West, 9000 South and 5200 West, and 9000 South and 3400
West. The flashing yellow arrow is part of a new left-turn traffic signal

which has four signal
heads (red, yellow, flash-
ing yellow and green)
instead of the usual three
(red, yellow, green). The
flashing yellow arrow
indicates a left-turn can
be made after yielding to
ongoing vehicles and
pedestrians.

       As early as the end of January, the Utah Department of
Transportation will be implementing a temporary “ThrU
Turn” on Bangerter Highway at 7800 South while a new
interchange is constructed at that location.
       The ThrU Turn design redirects left turns away from the
intersection. Motorists traveling northbound or southbound
on Bangerter who want to turn left at the 7800 South inter-
section will travel through the main intersection, make a 
U-turn at a signal controlled location, and come back to the
intersection from the opposite direction and turn right.
Movements for eastbound and westbound 7800 South traffic
will remain the same.
       Using the ThrU Turn will allow the new bridge over
7800 South to be built all at once rather than in two or three
phases. It will also provide greater safety for commuters and
construction crews in the area by moving the left turns away
from the intersection and reducing congestion.
       The ThrU Turn at this location is temporary and is only
being used while the interchange is under construction.
Traffic analysis indicates this approach will allow construc-
tion to occur without increasing delay at the 7800 South
interchange.
       UDOT has produced an animation designed to familiar-
ize motorists with the ThrU Turn and how to navigate 
the intersection.
